Lobby1sts have f11ed a total of 4286 quarter]y reports for 1987 and disclosed that
589 Associations and individuals reported disbursements for lobbying purposes {63%
of the associations and individuals for whom lobbyists are registered).

Included in the Board's summary report are disbursements during the first year
of the 1987-1988 legislative session and the special session in June 1987. Lobbyists
representing.485 associations  reported lobbying disbursements of $1,086,493 (58%
of total 1obbjing disbursements); Tobbying subjects in this group include Business
Related Associations, Businesses, Chambers of Commerce, Petroleum and Natural Gas,
Transportation and Public Utilities. |

A total of 46 citi;en groups and individuals reported lobbying dishursements of
$107,285 (6% of total lobbying disbursements in 1987,

Other 1987 lobbying disbursements of $686,118 (36% of total disbursements) are
reported by lobbyists for 402 associations whose lobbying subjects include Health,
Education, Agriculture/Environment, Banks, Insurance, Government, Labor/Employee
Relations and Legal.

For 1986, second year of the 1985-1986 legislative session, total Tobbying

disbursements of 3145437888 were reported by lobbyists for 474 associations and
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and individuals (56% of the 845 associations and individuals represented by lobbyists).
Total Tobbying disbursements of $2,494,085 for 1985 were reported by lobbyists

for 550 associations and individuals (63% of the 868 associations and individuals

“vepresented by lobbyists).

Lobbying disbursements for associations reporting the highest expenditures in
the first six months of 1987 for administrative lobbying totaled $182,471 (10% of )
lobbying disbursements) and for legislative lobbying $1,697,425 (90% of lobbying
disbursemeﬁts).

Minnesota‘s Ethics in Government Act (Minn. Stat. 10A) requires lobbyists to
report to the Ethical Practices Board diébursements for lobbying purposes including
a gift, loan, honorarium, entertainment, food or beverage, travel and lodging of $50
or more to a public official; preparing and distributing lobbying materials, media
advertising, telephone and telegraph, postage, fees and allowances, entertainment,
food and beverage, travel and lodging. Lobbyists are not required to disclose their
salaries or their political contributions. All Tobbyists reports are available for
public inspection at the Board office, 625 North Robert Street, St Paul, Minnesota,

The Bpard has prepared a summary of lobbying disbursements for-January through
June, 1987. Included are listings of individuals or associations that contributed
over $500 to associations for lobbying purposes and public officials who received
gifts, honorariums or other benifits of $50 or more disclosed in reports filed by
lobbyists for 1987.

granting of certificates of need under Minnesota Statutes Chapter 116J. ‘

" egislative action™ means any action or nonaction with regard to any bill, resolution, amendment, nomination,.
appointsent, report, or any other matter which way be the subject of action by either house of the legislature,

Includes the cost of Food, beverages, travel, and lodging provided by a lobbyist, the esployer, or employee of

a lobbyist at meetings, banquets, or similar functions for a lobbying purpose.

Includes the cost of food, beverages, travel and lodging provided by a lobbyist, the employer, or employee of
a lobbyist at meetings or conferences for the purpose of urging others to compunicate with public officials.
Includes the cost of food, beverages, travel, and lodging for paid expert witness if not registered as a

lobbyist.

ON LOBBYING DISBURSEMENTS FOR 1986

Lobbying disbursements during 1986, disclosed by 1059 lobbyists for 845 associ-
ations and individuals totaled $}7§&37é88, according to reports filed with the

Ethical Practices Board.

Lobbyists filed a total of 6389 qugrterly reports for 1986 and disclosed that
474 associations and individuals reported disbursements for lobbying purposes (56%)
of the associations and individuals for whom lobbyists are registered}.

Included in the Board's summary are lobbyists representing 206 associations who
reported lobbying disbursements of $989,477 (65% of total lobbying dishuréements);.
lobbying subjects in this group include Business Related Associatiomns, Businessés,
Chambers 6f Commerce, Petroleum and Natural Gas, Transportation aﬁd Public Utilities.

A total of 48 citizeﬁ groups and individuals reported lobbying disbursements of
$72,438 (5% of total lobbying disbursements in 1986).

Other 1986 lobbying disbursements of $451,969 (30% 6f total disbursements) are
reported by 1obbyist; for 220 associations whose lobbying subjects include Health, |
Education, Agriculture/Environment, Banks,.Insurance, Government, Labor/Employee
Relations and Légal. |

For 1985, first year of the 1985-1986 legislative session, total lobbying
disbursements of $2,494,085 were reported by lobbyists for 559 associations and

individuals (64% of the 868 associations and individuals represented by lobbyists.

Total lobbying disbursements of $1,139,170 for 1984 were reported by lobbyists
for 450 associations and individuals (55% of the 810 associations and individuals
represented by lobbyists).

Lobbyiét disbursements forrassociations repofting the highest expenditures in
1986 for administrative lobbying totaled $274,226 (187 of lobbying disbursements in
19865 and for legislative lobbying $807,995 (53% of lobbying disbursements).

Minnesota's Ethics in Government Act (Minn. Stat. 104) requifes lobbyists to
report to the Ethical Practices Board disbursements for lobbying purposes including
a gift, loan, honorarium, entertainment, food or beverage, travel and lodging of $50
or more to a public official; preparing and distributing lobbying materials, media
advertising, telephone and telegraph, postage, fees and allowances, entertainment,
food and beverage, travel and lodging. Lobbyists are not required to disclose their
salaries or their political contributions. All lobbyist reports are available for
public inspection-at the Board office, 625 North Robert Street, St Paul, Minnesota.

The Board has prepared a summary of lobbying disbursements for 1986. Included
are liétings of individuals or associations that contributed over $500 to associations
for lobbying purposes and public officials who received gifts, honorariums or other
benifits of $50 or more disclosed in reports filed by lobbyists for 1986. A copy of
the summary is available for viewing at the Board office.
